Earthing Instructions

Caring for your Dryer is Very Important
It's not difficult to care for your dryer but it is important
that you do care for it to get the best out of it.

Clean Filter

Clean filter after each use and check it before each
use. It should also be cleaned if the “Clean Filter”
light becomes illuminated and the buzzer sounds
whilst the dryer is in operation.

Cleaning or emptying the filter will reduce drying
times and energy consumption and lengthen the
dryer life.

- The lint trap has to be cleaned frequently, if applicable.
